DEADLINE DETAILS - AT A GLANCE

District Deadline - October 26, 2009

A All Contestants: Each 4-H’er participating in the District 12 4-H Food Show must register online
through 4-H CONNECT. There will be a registration fee of $6.00 per contestant.

e Registration will be open from October 1 through October 26, 2009. County certification
deadline will be October 28, 2009. Detailed registration instructions will follow. No refunds will
be given to a county and/or individual. Payment must be received prior to event date.

¢ Contestant Entry Recipe - Counties must e-mail recipes to the District Office at
D124H@ag.tamu.edu by the deadline of October 26, 2009. Use format and instructions in the
State 4-H Food Show Guidelines (see Attachment I, two pages).

A SENIOR Contestants ONLY: Counties must submit their Senior participant’s Texas State 4-H Food
Show Record Form (Attachment H, two pages) along with the Recipe to the District Office by the
deadline of October 26, 2009. These will be judged prior to the District 12 4-H Food Show. Seniors
should put their best effort into this since they account for 30 points towards the final tabulated
score. All Senior Record forms will be returned to appropriate counties after the District 12 4-H
Food Show giving State qualifying 4-H’ers plenty of time to review the judges’ comments and refine
their forms in preparation for the State 4-H Food Show.

A 4-H Coordinator: The County 4-H Coordinator from each participating county must contact, confirm,
and submit the names and information of four (4) confirmed adult leaders to assist during the
District 12 4-H Food Show. Please e-mail the contact information on the Excel form (Attachment F)
to the District Office D124H@ag.tamu.edu by the deadline of October 26th. Leader roles are as
follows:

e Three (3) judges - these individuals must be willing and qualified to serve as a judge.
e One (1) leader/youth to serve as a superintendent’s assistant this may be an
older 4H’er.

If for some reason the judge originally selected is unable to attend, it is the agent’s responsibility
to obtain another qualified judge and notify the District Office of the change immediately.
Agents are asked to advise the District Office of participant substitutions and/or no shows by
noon on Friday, November 13th.

e Community Service Project: Please remind individuals and clubs to collect canned foods, cereal,
rice beans and any other non-perishable food items. Your county’s two county council delegates
should provide leadership for this district-wide community service project. Donations should be
distributed to local needy families or a food pantry within your county. A report of your county’s
accomplishment is due to the District Office by the deadline of October 26th to be announced at
the District Food Show Awards Program.

e Door Prizes: Each participating county is asked to bring two inexpensive door prizes ($10.00
value total) to be raffled to 4-H’ers throughout the on-going event. These should be turned in to
at the registration desk.
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
