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WHAT IS TEXAS 4-H ROUNDUP? 
Texas 4-H Roundup is the culmination of a 4-H member’s year of hard work and dedication. It is designed 
to supplement the county 4-H program and provide learning opportunities in the areas of Ag & Livestock, 
Family & Community Health, Leadership & Citizenship, Natural Resources and STEM. Texas 4-H is 
committed to continuing its mission to prepare youth to meet the challenges of childhood, adolescence 
and adulthood, through a coordinated, long-term, progressive series of educational experiences that 
enhance life skills and develop social, emotional, physical and cognitive competencies. 

 
Each year contests are held at the county, District then State levels to test a 4-H member’s knowledge of 
the skills they learned. Except for the years 2012 and 2020, the Texas 4-H Roundup has been held in 
College Station, Texas since its inception in 1946. Today, the event hosts over 3,000 youth and adults. 
Roundup consists of approximately 50 competitive events with some of these contests requiring each 
individual or team to qualify at the county and district level to compete. Texas 4-H Roundup also offers 
invitational (non-qualifying) contests that allow Senior level (9th-12th grade) 4-H members to participate. 

 
4-H members and adults looking for non-competitive opportunities can participate in the College/Career 
Fair and other educational workshop opportunities which will be a held in conjunction with Texas 4-H 
Roundup. Texas 4-H Roundup is scheduled to officially begin Monday, June 5, 2023 and end Thursday, 
June 8, 2023 

 
 

TEXAS 4-H ROUNDUP OBJECTIVES 
● To further the reputation of Texas 4-H Youth Development as a major statewide, educational program. 
● To provide 4-H members the opportunity to compare the skills they have gained with those of other 

members and with their own previous performances. 
● To provide 4-H members with an opportunity to develop and practice citizenship and leadership skills 

in a different environment. 
● To provide recognition for project, activity, and scholarship winners of 4-H members and adult 

volunteers. 
● To provide opportunities for 4-H members and adults to network through recreational and social 

experiences and advance their knowledge of 4-H.

GENERAL INFORMATION  
 
 

 
 

          REGISTRATION AND FEES 
All registration for the 2023 Texas 4-H Roundup will be conducted on the Texas 4HOnline system. It 
is the responsibility of the 4-H members and their parent to ensure they are registered for Texas 4-H 
Roundup on time, correctly, and the registration has been accepted. 

 
Everyone attending Texas 4-H Roundup will have to be a paid, registered attendee. 

 
*CHANGES FOR 2023* 4-H Member Registration is estimated to be $100-125/week. This will include 
access to contests, workshops, and assemblies. A day pass may be offered for those just coming to 
compete in a single day’s contest. A day pass will be good for that one day only. If you are wanting to 
attend activities the night before or after, you will want to purchase a week-long pass. Adult registration 
will be required as well, estimated to be $50-$75 for the week. An option for a single day pass will be 
available to adults and guest. On-site registration will be an option again this year for those not 
competing or participating in workshops. 

 
The general refund policy for 4HOnline is that no refunds are provided to a 4-H member or family once 
the registration is approved. In extreme circumstances, such as death in immediate family, severe 
illness/accident, or cancellation of an event, refunds will be provided, minus any expenses already 
incurred by the event/activity.

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GENERAL RULES & GUIDELINES  
The Texas 4-H Youth Development Program and Texas 4-H Roundup Management reserve the right to modify or 
change rule(s) for the purpose of clarification and/or understanding. 

 

MEMBERSHIP 
Participants must be active 4-H members in the Texas 
4-H Youth Development Program. 

 
ENTRY COMPOSITE 
All team members must meet the Texas 4-H Program 
eligibility requirements. They must also be currently 
enrolled 4-H members from the same county 4-H 
program. Contestants must have competed at the 
district level to be eligible for a state qualifying contest. 
Contests considered non-qualifying (invitational) do not 
require individuals to compete at district contests, but 
participants must be senior 4-H members. 

 
NUMBER OF CONTESTS A 4-H MEMBER CAN 
ENTER 
A 4-H member can enter only one contest per day at 
Texas 4-H Roundup. The 4-H Talent Showcase contest 
will allow a member to participate in both days of the 
contest should they qualify in categories that are on 
different days. 

 
SUBSTITUTIONS 
Substitutions are only allowed as a means of keeping a 
team active when members have been forced to drop 
out for unexpected reasons. Only the 4-H members and 
the number of 4-H members who qualify at district will 

qualify for state. Substitutes must be a 4-H 
members by March 1, 2023, be from the same county, 
and be approved at the District level through the 
District’s 4-H Specialist and/or DEA in the absence of a 
District 4-H Specialist 

 
All substitutions for Roundup contests must be 
approved by the respective district office, which will 
make the final judgment on necessity of substitution. 
This substitution rule will be upheld for any team 
advancing to a national competition (only the same 
number and the same county 4-H members qualifying 
will be eligible to participate). Substitutions in entries 
involving teams (two or more members) may be made 
as follows: 

TEAM SIZE MAXIMUM SUBSTITUTIONS 
1 No Substitutions Allowed 
2 or 3  1 member 
4 or 5  2 members 
6 or 7  3 members 
8 or 9  4 members 

Substitutions of team members may involve a 
monetary fee depending on the time of substitution. 

 
COLLEGE STUDENTS 
Contestants may not qualify for a Texas 4-H Roundup 
contest if they have participated in training in preparation 
for an official post-secondary (university, college, junior 
college or technical school) contest or course work of 
a similar nature and in the same subject matter area. 4-H 
members qualifying for a national contest must also 
adhere to this rule until the completion of the national 
contest. This will be verified through official transcripts, 
post-secondary class catalogs (or syllabi), and/or 
conversations with class instructor(s). 

 
ANNOUNCEMENT OF RESULTS 
All results are final once announced. The exception to 
this rule will occur in the case that an error is found 
in the announced results. Correction to these results 
will be made as deemed necessary by the Texas 4-H 
Youth Development Program and Contest Officials. 

 
PHOTOGRAPHS AND VIDEOTAPING 
The use of photography and/or video equipment, 
including cell phones, are NOT PERMITTED to be 
used in contest rooms and/or facilities during the 
contest. The exception would be for the use as props 
in a presentation or for approved medical reasons. In 
this case, please seek prior approval from the contest 
superintendent. This is due to individual media rights, 
copyright laws, and personal safety. 

 
Contest superintendents will confiscate all equipment 
found in contest rooms and/or facilities until completion 
of the contest. 4-H members, parents, leaders, coaches, 
and/or county Extension agents caught taking 
photographs or videotaping contestants may result in a 
disqualification of an entry. 

 
Some photography and/or video recording may be 
conducted by Texas 4-H Roundup officials which are 
approved in some contests with contestant approval. 
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USE OF ELECTRONIC DEVICES SUCH AS CELL 
PHONES, SMART WATCHES, LASER POINTERS, 
ETC. 
Items that may be disruptive to the presenter or 
judges are strictly forbidden in ALL contest rooms 
or facilities. 

 
USE OF FIREARMS, WEAPONS, FIREWORKS, 
OPEN FLAMMED BURNERS AND/OR AMMUNITION 
No firearms, weapons, fireworks, open flamed 
burners or live ammunition are allowed to be used in 
any Roundup contest. However, posters and pictures 
of such items are allowed and encouraged. This does 
not apply to the Indoor Rifle Match where a participant 
may possess the appropriate firearm for that event, if 
it is in a location where firearms are allowed. No items 
and/or props that are combustible, flammable, or 
under extreme pressure can be used in any Roundup 
contest. These include camp stoves, propane tanks, 
and/or open flames. 

 
CONCEALED CARRY 
When a 4-H/youth event is being conducted on an 
AgriLife premise, a license holder is prohibited from 
carrying a concealed handgun, unless the license 
holder is a participant in the event and a handgun is 
used in the event. 

 
AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT 
Individuals with disabilities who require an auxiliary 
service, special dietary needs, or accommodation in 
order to participate, will need to request their needs 
via Roundup registration on 4HOnline . 

 
LIVE ANIMALS, INSECTS, AND REPTILES 
No pets or live animals/insects/reptiles are permitted 
for use by contestants in a contest. Service animals 
are permitted in accordance to ADA regulations. If you 
have questions on other items that may not be allowed 
it is highly recommended you contact the Texas 4-H 
Office before bringing them to Texas 4-H Roundup. 

 
SERVICE ANIMALS 
Service animals that are individually trained to do work 
or perform tasks for persons with disabilities are 
permitted at the event. Non-service animals are not 
allowed. Comfort or emotional support animals are 
not service animals. 
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QUALIFYING RULES & GUIDELINES  
 

AGE REQUIREMENTS FOR QUALIFYING 
CONTESTS 
For entry into a qualifying contest, participants must be 
a senior level 4-H member. Senior 4-H members are in 
9th – 12th grades as of the August 31, 2022 school year. 
To be eligible to participate in qualifying contests, 4-H 
members must qualify at the district competition. 

 
NUMBER OF ENTRIES PER DISTRICT 
Each district can enter the following: 
• Duds to Dazzle 

3 teams per district 
• Educational Presentations 

3 entries per district, per category 
• Fashion Show 

1 entry per district, per category 
• Food Challenge 

4 teams per district 
• Food Show 

1 entry per district, per category 
• Indoor Rifle Match 

3 teams per district; 1st – 3rd high point individuals per 
district (as long as they are not part of a top 3 team 
registered for the same contest) 

• Judging Contests 
3 teams per district; 1st – 3rd high point individuals per 
district (as long as they are not part of a top 3 team 
registered for the same contest) 

• Leaders 4 Life Skill-A-Thon 
3 teams per district 

• Public Speaking 
3 individuals per district 

• Quiz Bowls 
3 teams per district 

• 4-H Talent Showcase* 
2 entries per district, per category 

*4-H Talent Showcase was formerly called Share the Fun 
 

QUALIFYING ENTRY 
A 4-H member must present/enter the SAME entry 
for which they qualified throughout all levels of the 
contest – county, district and state. The only 
modification to an entry once it has been entered at any 
level and advances to the next, is enhancements to the 
entry based upon feedback from the judges. Complete 
alteration of the entry will result in disqualification at the 
next level of competition. Documentation of 
presentation information will need to be shared from a 
county to district to state level. 

NUMBER OF TEAMS ELIGIBLE FOR STATE 
COMPETITION 
In contests that allow three entries, the top three 
teams will advance, of which one, two, or all three 
entries could possibly come from the same county 
within the district (i.e. all three teams can be from the 
same county). Mixing of individuals from different 
county 4-H programs to create district “all-star” teams 
is not allowed. 

 
NUMBER OF INDIVIDUALS ELIGIBLE FOR 
STATE COMPETITION 
In judging contests, the three highest scoring 
individuals in the district contest may participate. A 
county can advance a maximum of two individuals in 
a judging or identification contest. If a county has three 
individuals wishing to compete at the county/district 
level they must be declared as a team entry. 
EXCEPTION - All Quiz Bowls, Food Challenge, Duds 
to Dazzle and Leaders 4 Life do not allow individual 
entries. 

 
PRIOR COMPETITION 
Most state winning teams or individuals can compete 
in the contests again (including the same category for 
that contest) after winning first place at Texas 4-H 
Roundup. 

 
The exception to this rule applies to those teams or 
individuals that participate in certain national contests 
(see pages 28 for more details). Teams/Individuals 
who win 1st place and then go on to compete in the 
National contests are ineligible to compete again at 
Texas 4-H Roundup and any National 4-H Contest 
associated with that specific contest. 

 
NATIONAL CONTEST ADVANCEMENT 
NOTE: The contest you qualify for should be the 
contest you attend (see page 25 for more details). 
There will be no switching of contest among 
placings. Also, should a team forfeit and not accept 
a national contest opportunity; this will not alter 
the team that attends. For example, 1st place 
Livestock Judging decides to not attend NAILE, the 
2nd place team will not move up into that contest 
slot. Texas would just not have a team attending 
NAILE that year. 
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NON-QUALIFYING RULES & GUIDELINES  
 

NON-QUALIFYING (INVITATIONAL) ENTRY 
The following contests do not require individuals to 
qualify at district level contests. Contests are open to all 
4-H members who are in the 9th – 12th grades as of the 
August 31, 2022 school year.

NOTE: Those individuals qualifying to participate in the 
Qualifying Livestock Judging Contest and Qualifying 
Meat Judging Contest MAY NOT participate in the 
Invitational Livestock Judging Contest or Invitational 
Meat Judging Identification Contests, respectively. 

 
See specific contest rules regarding eligibility 
requirements. 

NUMBER OF TEAMS ELIGIBLE FOR 
INVITATIONAL 
A county may only have a maximum of 2 individual 
entries per age division. If there are at least 3 
individuals from the county in the same age division, 
they will be considered a team. If a team and its 
members are not designated on the registration, 
they will be placed on a team by the Texas 4-H 
Office. 

 
NATIONAL CONTEST ADVANCEMENT 
NOTE: The contest you qualify for should be the 
contest you attend (see page 28 for more details). 
There will be no switching of contest among 
placings. Also, should a team forfeit and not accept 
a national contest opportunity; this will not alter the 
team that attends. For example, 1st place 
Livestock Judging decides to not attend NAILE, the 
2nd place team will not move up into that contest 
slot. Texas would just not have a team attending 
NAILE that year.

The Texas 4-H Roundup Indoor Rifle Match is a qualifying event for senior 
age 4-H members only. Participants must qualify from their respective District 
rifle contests. Each District may allow their top three teams and top three 
individuals (not from a team) to register for this event. 
Each participant of the Texas 4-H Roundup Indoor Rifle Match must be either 

1) A member of one of the top three teams or 
2) One of the top three individuals (not from a team) who 

competed in their District rifle contest in the current 4-H year.

DAIRY JUDGING 
 
*Texas 4-H does not coordinate a state 
level contest. The Texas 4-H utilizes the 
Fort Worth Stock Show & Rodeo Contest 
to determine national qualifying teams. 

 
National Contest Advancement 

The Texas 4-H Dairy Cattle Judging Contest will be during the Fort Worth 
Stock Show & Rodeo. For senior 4-H teams, this contest will serve as the 
national 4-H qualifying event. However, there will NOT be a separately 
scored contest or awards presented by Texas 4-H. The team and individual 
rankings will be based upon the Fort Worth contest. The same team 
structure a county designates for the Fort Worth contest will be the same 
structure used in determining 4-H team qualifications for nationals.

PRE-ROUNDUP CONTESTS

1. Entomology Collection - State level contest with a separate event registration, no longer part of Texas 4-H Roundup 
registration. Entries may be judged at Texas 4-H Roundup if that is the best option for the contest. The winners would 
not be recognized at the assemblies.

2. Entomology Photo Album Contest – State level contest with a separate event registration. This contest is 
coordinated in conjunction with the Entomology Collection contest. Will have similar components as Entomology 
Collection, just in a pictorial format versus a traditional pinned collection display. The winners would not be recognized at 
the assemblies.

3. Storyboard (changing name from Fashion Storyboard) - State level contest with a separate event registration, no 
longer part of Texas 4-H Roundup registration. Entries will be submitted online. The winners may be on display during 
Texas 4-H Roundup but would not be recognized at the assemblies. For more information visit https://texas4-

4. 4-H Landscape Challenge - This challenge is coordinated by the Aggie Horticulture Department and is meant 
to promote landscape design knowledge and professionalism to 4-H students by simulating a real-life interaction between 
customer and landscape professional. Additionally, the challenge will serve to educate the public on the value of 
landscaping by beautifying the grounds. The winners may be on display during Texas 4-H Roundup but would not be 
recognized at the assemblies.

RANGE EVALUATION The 4-H Range Evaluation Contest is held outdoors in a suitable rangeland 
situation. The contest has three parts: Part 1 – Plant Identification, Part II – 
Range Evaluation and Part III – Rangeland Health. For Part I, contestants 
identify 20- 40 staked plants (grasses, forbs, legumes and woody plants). Plants 
used in the contest come from the 
4-H Master Plant List RS1.044 (2011). Part II consists of a ranch, a pasture or 
part of a pasture providing a management situation. Part II is divided into seven 
sections where contestants evaluate the degree of utilization, kind of site, 
successional stage, similarity index, vegetative state, recommended stocking 
rate, and management decisions. Part III has four small staked plots for use in 
evaluating range health. Contestants evaluate each plot separately, checking 
the range health problem indicator(s) that they observed in each plot. Secondly, 
contestants check a box for each plot’s range health category (healthy, at risk, 
or unhealthy) depending on the number of health problems observed in that 
plot. Contestants will use the same four small staked plots for the “plot 
evaluation” section. The contestant must determine which of the plots (1, 2, 3, 
or 4) contains the item asked for in each of 10 categories. 
An outdoor practice area for study is available on the day before the contest by 
contacting the contest superintendent.

This judging contest is usually held indoors. The contestant is provided a 50 grass 
contest score card on which written grass name answers and characteristics are 
marked. Contestants identify 50 live or mounted grass specimens from Extension 
publication RS1.044, Master Plant List (2011). Spelling the name of a grass 
correctly is important. Contestants will classify each grass specimen according to 
their life span, season of growth, origin, and grazing value for livestock and wildlife. 
Each contestant is required to bring 1) a legal size clipboard, 2) multiple pencils 
and 3) a magnifying glass with or without a light if used by the contestant. An 
outdoor practice area for study is available on the day before the contest by 
contacting the contest superintendent.

The Veterinary Science Skillathon is a competitive event designed to test the 
knowledge and skills that a 4-H member can gain through his or her involvement 
in a Veterinary Science project.

The Skills Exam 
tests the hands-on or experiential learning and is the largest component of the 
contest. The Identification (ID) Exam will include Veterinary Instruments, Breeds 
(cattle, horses, sheep, goats, swine, dogs, and cats), Parasites, and Internal 
Organs. Finally, the Communication portion of the contest helps to develop 
research and public speaking skills..

NOTE: All National Contest Opportunities are subject to change based on the qualifications set by the groups hosting the 
national contest. Teams will be notified at Texas 4-H Roundup of the contest opportunity they have qualified for which may 
differ from the below. 

Recognized National Contests and Implications for Teams Placing First. Contestants will adhere to the rules and guidelines set by 
the national contest. The rules of the national contest supersede those set by Texas 4-H Roundup. 

 
The following contests are considered the “Recognized National Contests” for each of Texas’ state winning teams in the related contest 
fields. Individuals who participate in Texas 4-H Roundup and then go on to compete in the following National contests are ineligible to 
compete again at Texas 4-H Roundup and any National 4-H Contest associated with that specific contest. For example, if the team that 
was the first place at Texas 4-H Roundup Horse Quiz Bowl competed at the designated National 4-H Contest (Western National 
Roundup), those individuals may not compete again in the Horse Quiz Bowl at Texas 4-H Roundup or another national contest. Youth 
competing in National Contests must be registered as active 4-H members in 4HOnline at the time of competition. All national contest 
registration forms must be certified by the Texas 4-H Office before entering. New for 2023, if the 1st place team of the highlighted 
contests decides not to accept the opportunity, 2nd place will be allowed to compete. But the 2nd place team would lose their eligibility 
to return to Roundup the following year in that contest area since they competed at the national level.

Individuals 
who participate at Texas 4-H Roundup and then go on to compete in one of the following contests are ineligible to compete in 
that specific National 4-H Contest in the future. However, they are eligible to compete again at Texas 4-H Roundup. For example 
, if the livestock judging team places 3rd at Texas 4-H Roundup and accepts the trip to Kansas City to judge at the American 
Royal, then they can return to judge livestock at Texas 4-H Roundup. However, if they were to win 3rd place again, they would be 
ineligible to participate in the American Royal. If this team finished 1st or 2nd the following year, they would be eligible to accept 
those trips.
